Theyôre 

a great group where 100 percent of their donations 

go to children and they have gone as far as creating 

a school,ò Cook explained.  ñThe Masterôs 

Foundation gives over 30 scholarships a year to 

kids in the far west.  The Masters racers collect 

money over the season and then they distribute it 

in the fall to children.  What theyôve been able to 

do in our region is amazing.ò 

 

According to Cook, there was a special factor from 

her childhood that made her want to raise money 

for the Masterôs Foundation.
